	Topic: Pompeii – Ancient Civilizations

	Curriculum Connections – 
ACDSEH038 Humanities and Social Sciences / History / Year 7 / Historical Knowledge and Understanding / The Mediterranean world / Rome 


	Intended learning outcomes
	In this lesson I would like the students to gain an understanding of day-to-day life in Ancient Roman times through an investigation into Pompeii. Students will be required to compare and contrast their day-to-day lives with their Roman counterparts by drawing on their own experiences. Critically I would like the students to see the value and similarity in an instinct and foreign culture, which will hopefully make them see through some in class cultural barriers. 

	Assessment
	This lesson will not be graded, but will be assess through student feedback regarding the short film on Pompeii’s last day. I want the students to understand the basics of the Ancient Roman lifestyle. See the similarities and differences with modern society.

	Prep (negotiation)
	This lesson will be in a series of lessons about ancient civilisations. The previous lesson was on archaeology and how artefacts can be interpreted to understand the ancient civilisations. 
In pairs the students will observe the YouTube clip on Pompeii and will both use their own experiences to compare the two eras. This will allow students to pick the points they find more interesting.

	Procedure
	Engagement: 
These students learn best when the content is applicable to their lives, so I will ask the students what are the things in their lives that are important? For example, family, school, sport, home lives etc.
Then draw their attention back to the previous lesson on archaeology, and ask whether these things might have been important then. 

By asking what is important to the students as individuals it will draw their attention to these when they come up in the YouTube clip on Pompeii. Which will create links to previous lessons and experiences.  
Learning experiences: 
This task will lean heavily on the Attitudes and Perceptions Dimension of Learning because I am asking the students to bring their own experiences as a point of comparison. Through this they are able to Acquire and Integrate Knowledge and progress to Extending and Refining Knowledge by sharing and contrasting. 
Students will be asked to think about the important things in their lives- besides mobile phones for 10minutes. Then watch the 15minute YouTube clip then, in pairs, discuss the links between their necessities and those of the people in the re-enactment for 5 minutes. The final part of the lesson will be back as a whole class sharing what we have learnt.

The lesson will follow the sequence, think, discuss, watch, think, discuss.
I will guide students to think beyond technology in their responses around important things. For example, family.

By putting the class into pairs to discuss it will allow students a setting that is not too intimidating to share their experiences. 
The fast finishers can discuss the more subtle similarities from the clip, politics, slaves etc. And how they differ or not from modern day life. 

Classroom organization: 
The class will start off in their chairs and table and together we will discuss the important things in their lives. Then they will be moved into pairs for the discussion after the clip as it will require closer consideration. 
Dialogue:  
By asking students about the social aspect of their lives this will open their thinking to their own experiences and then lead them into thinking about people from different times.
Students will be encouraged to ask questions at any time, but specifically at the end of the clip and then after their paired reflection.
Reflection: 
At the end of their paired reflection I will draw the links between the ancient civilisation and now, how we still renovate, have babies, have sports stars etc and show them that people are not that different when looked at closely.
 

	Outcomes
	By the end of this lesson the students will have an insight into a totally foreign society, but they will be able to see similarities between them and us. Thus breaking down some cultural barriers faced in our multi-cultural society.  

	Resources
	I will need a computer, means of projection and the relevant YouTube clip

I need to have my own observations of the clip with me to ensure I can give accurate and timely prompts to lulls and questions.

	Reflection
	I will ask students to think about the similarities seen in the ancient city to their lives.
The class will be assessed on participation, I will be able to see how well they have engaged with this topic by their class participation.
